CIS Primary Netball – Information for Student Officials 
 

- Student Officials must be turning 15 years or older in the year of competition to be eligible to 
be nominated.  

- Student umpires/referees should have qualifications and experience in officiating, and will be 
required to attend the CIS Selection Championships so that their skill level can be assessed. 

- Student Officials who are selected to represent CIS will be required to purchase some 
mandatory uniform items, and will be responsible for their own accommodation and travel to 
and from the NSWPSSA/NSW All Schools Event. 

- Umpires will be allocated to games by CIS and the Umpire Selector. 
- Umpires to arrive at Netball Central by 7:30am on Wednesday 20 May 2026. 
- Umpires selected to officiate at the NSWPSSA Championships will also be announced at the 

conclusion of the Trial if they have nominated for selection. 
- Umpires are not expected to attend the Second Trial at Thomas Hassall College.
